
 

 
 

   
Canadian civil society organizations condemn ICE violence in Minnesota, support calls from U.S. allies 

for “ICE Out of Everywhere!” 

January 28, 2026 

[español abajo] Various cities across Canada—We are horrified by the violent and deadly actions of the 

U.S Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) agency and previous threats from President Trump to 

dispatch the military in Minneapolis–Saint Paul, Minnesota.  

This state-sanctioned and indiscriminate violence is reprehensible, deeply disturbing and anti-

democratic. We are receiving reports from allied organizations, colleagues, friends and family about the 

brutality of ICE operations and the physical, emotional and psychological toll it is having on children, 

parents, racialized people and Indigenous people.  

We mourn and stand in solidarity with the families, friends and communities of Los Angeles’ Keith Porter 

and Minneapolis-St. Paul’s Renee Nicole Good and Alex Pretti, brutally shot to death by federal ICE 

agents. As the Chicago Teacher’s Union stated after the shooting of Renee Nicole Good, what is 

happening in Minnesota “is not an isolated incident; it is the predictable, violent consequence of policies 

designed to destabilize, traumatize, and dehumanize.” We stand in solidarity with allies’ calls in the US to 

"Abolish ICE, and oppose additional funding for ICE and Border Patrol this year" 

As Canadian organizations, we were outraged to learn that a Canadian manufacturer of armoured 

vehicles, Roshel, was “deployed by ICE during the operation in which the killing [of Alex Pretti] occurred.” 

Canadian complicity in these horrific actions must stop now.  

The Canadian Parliament must immediately advance Bill C-233, the No More Loopholes Act, to ensure 

that weapons and components are not sent to the U.S. where the likelihood of their use in human rights 

violations is high and, as seen in the unlawful attacks against Venezuela, violations of international law. 

From the illegal U.S. attack on Venezuela and the threats throughout the hemisphere – against Mexico, 

Colombia, Cuba and Greenland, and now the domestic attacks on U.S. cities, it would seem that the 

Trump administration is not concerned with the wellbeing of people and communities anywhere – it is 

consumed with consolidating power and further enriching ultra-rich corporate interests.  

As neighbours to the North, we pledge our solidarity with our brothers and sisters in Minnesota and in 

all cities where ICE agents are terrorizing the population. No one should live in fear of invasion in any 

form. Everyone has a right to live in peace and with dignity.

Organizaciones de la sociedad civil canadiense condenan la violencia del Servicio de Control de 

Inmigración y Aduanas (ICE) en Minnesota y apoyan los llamados de los aliados de EE. UU.: "¡Fuera el 

ICE de todas partes!"  

28 de enero de 2026 

Varias ciudades de Canadá: Estamos horrorizados/as/es por las acciones violentas y letales del Servicio 

de Inmigración y Control de Aduanas (ICE) de EE. UU. y las amenazas previas del presidente Trump de 

desplegar a la Guardia Nacional en Minneapolis-Saint Paul, Minnesota. 

Esta violencia indiscriminada y sancionada por el estado es reprensible, profundamente perturbadora y 

antidemocrática. 

Lamentamos y nos solidarizamos con las familias, amigos/as/es y comunidades de Keith Porter, de Los 

Ángeles, y Renee Nicole Good y Alex Pretti, de Minneapolis-St. Paul, quienes fueron brutalmente 

asesinados a tiros por agentes federales del ICE. Como declaró el Sindicato de Maestros de Chicago tras 

el tiroteo de Renee Nicole Good, lo que está sucediendo en Minnesota "no es un incidente aislado; es la 

consecuencia predecible y violenta de políticas diseñadas para desestabilizar, traumatizar y 

deshumanizar". Nos solidarizamos con los llamamientos de nuestros aliados en Estados Unidos para 

"Abolir el ICE y oponerse a fondos adicionales para el ICE y la Patrulla Fronteriza este año". 

Como organizaciones canadienses, nos indignamos al saber que una empresa manufacturera canadiense 

de vehículos blindados, Roshel, fue "desplegado por el ICE durante el operativo en el que ocurrió el 

asesinato [de Alex Pretti]". La complicidad canadiense en estos horribles actos debe cesar ya.  

El Parlamento canadiense debe avanzar de inmediato con el proyecto de ley C-233, la Ley No Más Vacíos 

Legales, para garantizar que no se envíen armas y componentes a Estados Unidos, donde la probabilidad 

de que se utilicen en violaciones de derechos humanos es alta y, como se vio en los ataques ilegales 

contra Venezuela, en violaciones del derecho internacional. 

Desde el ataque ilegal de Estados Unidos a Venezuela y las amenazas en todo el hemisferio —contra 

México, Colombia, Cuba y Groenlandia— y ahora los ataques internos a ciudades estadounidenses, 

parecería que a la administración Trump no le preocupa el bienestar de las personas y las comunidades 

en ningún lado; está obsesionada con consolidar su poder y enriquecer aún más los intereses 

corporativos de los ultrarricos. 

Como vecinos del Norte, expresamos nuestra solidaridad con nuestros hermanos y hermanas de 

Minnesota y de todas las ciudades donde los agentes del ICE aterrorizan a la población. Nadie debería 

vivir con miedo a una invasión de ninguna forma. Todos tienen derecho a vivir en paz y con dignidad.
